They develop collcctions of valuable exhibits such as arlworks, pai,tings, sculptures,
scriptures, etc. curators organize events like exhibitions, conferences. and audio-visual
presentations to display their collections.

They buy, exhibit, negotiate the prices of objects, anange for restoration of artifacts,
maintain records and catalog acquisitions, and raisc funds and greLnts for muscums/art
galleries.

13) Archeologist :-Archaeologists study human civilizations to find out how they impacted
the present world. They inspect and examining historical artifacts, ranging fiom prehistoric
tools and objects to monuments and buildings.
